(i) 10ml measuring cylinder
(ii) Boiling tube
(iii)  thermometer
(iv) Accurately measured 4.5g of solid A(oxalic acid)
(v) 20cm³ of 0.6M acidified KMnO4 solution
(vi) 100ml beaker
(vii) Heat source/water bath
(viii) Means of timing (stop watch/stop clock)
(ix) About 2g of potassium iodine (solid D)
(x) About 2g of oxalic acid (C2H2O4.2H2O) solid J

Access to:
(i) Distilled water in a wash bottle
(ii) 2M Sodium Hydroxide Solution
(iii) 0.5M Barium Chloride Solution
(iv) 0.5M Lead (II) Nitrate Solution
(v) Heat source (Bunsen Burner Flame)
(vi) Glass rod
(vii) Bromine water (prepared by dissolving 1cm³ of liquid Bromine in 100cm³ of distilled water)
(viii) Metallic Spatula
(ix) 0.5M Sodium Hydrogen Carbonate solution
(x) Acidified potassium manganate VII
