QUESTION 1

Each candidate must be provided with the following

· 2 metre rulers
· A half metre rule

· Two complete stands

· 2 pieces of thread, each 40 cm long

· Stop watch

· Vernier calipers (can be shared)

QUESTION 2(PART A)

Each candidate must be provided with the following 

· Two new dry cells size D (1.5 V)
· A cell holder

· One 100cm resistance wire mounted on a millimeter scale (SWG 32)
· One switch

· One voltmeter 0-3v

· One ammeter 0-1A
· 8 connecting wires (4 with at least 1 crocodile clip)

· Resistor wire of length 25cm mounted on card board or cartoon (SWG 28)
QUESTION 2 (PART B)

Each candidate must be provided with the following 

· Metre rule

· Retort stand , clamp and boss

· 500ml beaker ¾ full of water

· 100g mass

· 50gm  mass

· 3 pieces of thread
