3 To be considered as up from 2. Its awarded where there is  significant amount of 

pleasing rhythm and intonation. 

2 Is awarded where there are signs of correct stress and intonation but a lot of distortion. 

1 Is awarded for the labored and accurate 

0 Is awarded for an almost incomprehensible reading.

Marking guidelines 

0 Is awarded to the candidate with oui ,non, responses followed by 

silence or where there is no real communication at all. 

1-3 Is awarded to the candidate who responds after a lot of effort from the 

examiner and whose responses are inappropriate and contain many 

serious errors. 
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4-5 Is awarded to the candidate who constantly requests for repetition of 

the examiners question and yet sometimes responds inappropriately 

making many errors. 

6-7 Is awarded to the candidate who responds to questions but whose 

responses are limited and contains many errors. 

8-9 Is awarded to the fairly forthcoming candidate whose responses 

contain quite a number of errors. 

10-11 Is awarded to the candidate to the candidate whose responses are 

good and fairly fluent but he/she is rather hesitant and makes a few 

errors. 

12-14 Is given to the candidate whose responses are confident, spontaneous, 

idiomatic and fluent but with a few errors. 

15 Is awarded to a candidate who is really outstanding and whose French 

is an approximation to a native speaker.
