iv. Attaching of the sleeve onto the garment (do not trim or neaten) (6
f) Preparation and Attachment of the facings on the neckline 		(13 marks)
g) Hold the front facing using basting stitch  				(3 marks)
h) Presentation 								(6  marks)
i. At the end of the examination, remove all pins, firmly sew onto your work, on a single fabric, a label bearing your name and index number. 
ii. Fold your work carefully and place it in the envelope provided. Do not put scraps of material in the envelope.
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
