
CRE FORM 4 MARKING SCHEME 

1. Annunciation of John the Baptist (7mks) 

• Angel Gabriel appeared to Zechariah in the Temple. 

• Zechariah was terrified. 

• Angel told him prayers answered; Elizabeth would bear a son. 

• Name to be John. 

• He would be great before the Lord; filled with Holy Spirit. 

• He would turn many to God and prepare the way. 

• Zechariah doubted due to old age. 

• Angel identified himself as Gabriel. 

• Zechariah struck dumb. 

2. Baptism of Jesus (6mks) 

• Jesus came from Galilee to Jordan to be baptized by John. 

• John tried to prevent him (unworthy). 

• Jesus insisted to fulfill righteousness. 

• John consented and baptized him. 

• Heavens opened; Holy Spirit descended like a dove. 

• Voice from heaven: "This is my beloved Son." 

3. Rejection in Nazareth (7mks) 

• Jesus went to synagogue on Sabbath. 

• Read Isaiah scroll (preach good news, release captives). 

• Said scripture fulfilled in their hearing. 

• People asked "Is this not Joseph's son?" 

• Jesus quoted "Physician heal yourself" and Elijah/Widow of Zarephath. 

• They were filled with wrath. 

• Drove him out to throw him down hill. 

• He passed through them. 

4. Raising of Jairus’ Daughter (7mks) 

• Jesus surrounded by crowd; Jairus (ruler) came. 

• Fell at Jesus’ feet; begged to heal dying daughter. 
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• Jesus agreed to go. 

• Woman with bleeding touched garment and healed. 

• Messengers came: Girl is dead. 

• Jesus said "Do not fear, only believe." 

• Arrived; found weeping/mourning. 

• Said "She is not dead but sleeping." 

• Put them out (except parents/3 disciples). 

• Took girl, said "Talitha cumi" (Arise). 

• She arose and walked (12 years old). 

• Charged them to tell no one. 

5. Calming the Storm (6mks) 

• Jesus told disciples to cross lake. 

• Great storm arose; waves beat boat. 

• Jesus asleep on cushion. 

• Disciples woke him: "Teacher, do you not care if we perish?" 

• Jesus rebuked wind and sea: "Peace! Be still!" 

• Wind ceased; great calm. 

• Jesus asked "Why are you afraid? Have you no faith?" 

• They were filled with awe. 

6. Healing of Ten Lepers (7mks) 

• Jesus traveled Samaria/Galilee. 

• Ten lepers met him at distance; cried "Jesus, Master, have mercy." 

• Jesus said "Go show yourselves to priests." 

• As they went, they were cleansed. 

• One (Samaritan) realized he was healed. 

• Returned praising God. 

• Fell at Jesus’ feet and thanked him. 

• Jesus asked "Were not ten cleansed? Where are the nine?" 

• Noted foreigner (Samaritan) returned to give glory. 

• Jesus said "Rise and go; your faith has made you well." 
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7. Teachings on Power of Faith (5mks) 

• Faith can move mountains (nothing impossible). 

• Faith heals/delivers. 

• Faith answers prayers. 

• Faith should not doubt. 

• Faith as small as mustard seed is sufficient. 

• Faith defeats evil. 

• Believers will do greater works than Jesus. 

8. Peter on Pentecost (5mks) 

• Peter stood up with eleven. 

• Explained scene using Joel (Spirit poured out). 

• Identified Jesus of Nazareth, attested by God with miracles. 

• Delivered up by plan of God; crucified by lawless men. 

• God raised him up, loosing pangs of death. 

• David prophesied this. 

• Jesus raised up; we are witnesses. 

• Exalted at right hand of God. 

• Received promise of Holy Spirit. 

• God made him both Lord and Christ. 
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
